 National Security and the Looming National Election 
 
    The evil genius of Hitler was that he was able to conflate two enemies - Jews and Communists - with 
deadly effect.  As early as 1924, writing Mein Kampf from his cell in Landsberg prison near Munich, 
Hitler ferociously and repeatedly singled out the Jews and the Bolsheviks as Germany’s greatest 
enemies.    And, the two evils cannot be separated.  The Jews, he insisted, were the dominant element 
in the entire Bolshevik movement. 
     What made all of this so incendiary was that it touched upon a theme that can be counted upon to 
arouse intense and highly emotional feelings.  That theme is national security.  The visceral importance 
of national security has often been underestimated by liberal Jews, whose primary instincts have 
traditionally been pacifistic and universalistic.  The extension of civil rights to Jews has often become 
intertwined with questions of patriotism.  In 1806, for example, Napoleon convened a “Sanhedrin” 
composed of France’s leading Jews.  The most troubling questions were about Jewish loyalty.   “Do 
Jews consider France their country?  Are they bound to defend it?”   In Germany, Hitler used these 
very questions in a way that ultimately sealed the destiny of European Jewry.   
     A clue to the relationship between national security and Jewish survival can be found in the story of 
that obscure French Jewish captain, Alfred Dreyfus, whose trial so roiled French society in the 1890s.  
To be truly understood, the Dreyfus trial must be seen in terms of the putative threat it posed to the 
security of France.  It soon became clear that to defend Dreyfus was to attack the integrity of the entire 
military establishment.  And, by implication, it was to question the security of the nation.  It was this 
implicit attack upon the military that transformed the Dreyfus trial from a “mere judicial mistake” into an 
issue that divided all of France.    The very effort to defend one man, unjustly accused of treason, had 
the unforeseen result of creating a national debate about the integrity of the army.  The Dreyfusards - 
mainly liberal professionals, Protestants, Jews, and intellectuals - were accused of questioning the 
whole structure of the armed forces.   No army can tolerate this type of scrutiny, and so the 
representatives of traditional values - the church and the military - coalesced into a movement that 
proclaimed, in essence that the security of the nation was more important than the fate of one man.  
Thus, the religion of Dreyfus, incidental at first - as Herzl himself believed - soon became transformed 
into a national debate about the military preparedness of France and about Jewish loyalty. 
     Hitler used the question of Jewish loyalty to stifle any opposition to his program of extermination.   
His constant theme - and a theme of the Prussian military establishment - was that Germany had been 
betrayed at the Peace Conference at Versailles.  Had not the principle architects of that disastrous 
treaty been Jews?  By identifying Jews with the Communists, Hitler was able to undermine whatever 
efforts German liberals might have made to defend them.   German propaganda had already pictured 
Jews as the most degraded of people.  The rhetoric of extermination now needed one other component 
before it could become reality.    For the first time, Hitler could depict Jews not only as a malignancy, 
but as a malignancy attacking from the outside as well as within.  Jews and Bolsheviks were 
Germany’s mortal enemies.  They were not two enemies - but one.   It is significant that the planned 
extermination of the Jews, as opposed to random killings, was not possible until 1941 when Germany 
finally invaded Russia.  Once Germany was at war, the few liberal voices of Christian protest could be 
permanently stifled.  The fate of the Jews in Russia and Poland had been sealed. 
     It is not unreasonable to think about the role that national security will have in the looming elections.   
Will its dynamism as an issue once again be underestimated by those who still feel that “it’s only about 
the economy?”  Stupid!

In stark contrast, a union housekeeper 
makes $13.90/hr standard wages, plus pension and health 
care benefits.

Chicago’s 
Jewish community needs to send the message to the 
owners and managers of the Congress Hotel that we 
stand with the workers in support of fair working 
conditions.
